PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

MACal 9700 Pro is translucent when backlit, and
opaque when not illuminated, and is manufactured
in such a way to show uniform colour reproduction.

MACal 9700 Pro is coated with a long-life durable,
highly cohesive acrylic pressure-sensitive adhesive,
and protected with a high quality siliconized kraft
paper liner.

Face Material: 80 um matt translucent polymeric
stabilized vinyl film, cadmium-free.

Adhesive: High quality acrylic solvent based
adhesive, very cohesive and extremely durable.

Liner: High quality acrylic solvent based adhesive,
very cohesive and extremely durable with Mactac
backprinting.

TYPICAL USE

Decoration and identification of internally
illuminated signs made from glass, acrylic,
stretched plasticized fabric, etc.

Suitable for outdoor and indoor applications.

PROCESSING
Computer cutting

Clean, quick, trouble-free cutting with most
plotters. Adjustment of the cutting depth is
important: if the cut is too deep this could result in
the paper splitting and coming away with the
adhesive when the vinyl is transferred to application
tape.

Application method

The transfer of the cut vinyl onto the application
tape should always be performed by removing the
liner from the pressure-sensitive material (i.e. with
the PVC face downwards onto the working surface)
and not by lifting off the application tape.

Important remark

All surfaces to which the material will be applied
must be thoroughly cleaned from dust, grease or
any contamination. The compatibility of paints and
lacquers should be tested by the end-user, prior to
use.

Care should be taken when selecting a substrate for
use in illuminated devices with self-adhesive
materials. Some substrates, e.g. polycarbonate, can
cause problems because of “bubbling”.

It is therefore recommended that trials be
conducted to establish the compatibility of the
MACal 9700 PRO with the application surface.
